Index of Industrial Production (I1IP) serves as a measure for assessing
the growth of manufacturing sector over a period of time. Department of
Economics and Statistics, Government of Tamil Nadu is regularly compiling
the Monthly Index of Industrial Production for Tamil Nadu in accordance
with the guidelines provided by the Central Statistical Organisation, New
Delhi. The present report on Index of Industrial Production for the year
2008-09 is second of its series with base year 1999-2000 and twenty - eighth

since the commencement of the release of the Index of Industrial Production.
This report provides information for Industrialists, Entrepreneurs,
Planners, Researchers and Public Administrators who are concerned with the

Industrial Policies, Planning and Development of the state.

The Co-operation extended by various industrial units in providing the

production information is highly appreciated and acknowledged.

Suggestions for further improvement of this publication are welcome.

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INDEX OF INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION IN TAMIL NADU
BASE YEAR: 1999-2000=100

I. INTRODUCTION

The Industrial Sector is an important segment in the Economy of
Tamil Nadu. Its contribution to the State Domestic Product of Tamil Nadu
works out to 19.95% in 2007-08.

In order to measure the growth of the Industrial Sector over a period
of time, the Index of Industrial Production for Tamil Nadu is being compiled
by this Department regularly every month.

This report presents an analytical review of Index of Industrial
Production for the year 2008-09 with the base year 1999-2000=100.

I1. Concept of Index of Industrial Production

Index of Industrial Production is an abstract number, the magnitude of
which represents the status of production in the industrial sector for a given
period of time as compared to a reference period of time. It is a statistical
devise which enables us to arrive at a single representative figure to measure
the general level of industrial activity in the economy. The Index of
Industrial Production is a short — term indicators of Industrial growth till the
actual results from Annual survey of Industries (ASI) are available. The
results of Annual Survey of Industries exhibit the actual level of industrial
development taking place in the economy. It may be mentioned that the
Annual Survey of Industries data are the basis for deriving the weights and
the item basket of Index of Industrial Production.

Index of Industrial Production (IIP) measures the general level of

industrial activity in the state economy. Index of Industrial Production aims



at measuring changes in work done or quantum of output added in various
sectors of industries.

This index is only a tracking variable, and it is not expected to
measure the actual industrial growth. It reflects the pattern of growth with
reasonable degree of accuracy, based on a representative sample of industrial
units.

Index numbers are averages that measure the short-term changes in a
variable or a group of variables during a particular period with reference to a
chosen base period. The first and foremost use of an index number lies in its
ability to summarize the performance of a large number of sectors or
segments of the economy in a single figure. Although index numbers are
short-term measures, these are often used for long-term economic analysis,
viz. for summarizing past developments, forecasting future trends and
making decisions on policy issues. Index numbers are very useful for both
microeconomic and macroeconomic analysis. An Index number may be
defined as a measure of the average change in a group of related variables
over two different time. The group of variables may be the prices of a
specified set of commodities, the quantity of production in different sectors

of an industry etc.
Utility:
The 1P provides useful information for planning and formulation of

Industrial Programmes for the State and for the industrialists / Entrepreneurs

who are concerned with production and Industrial development of the State.

The 1IP is widely used

a. by the Government for assessing the overall Industrial Production
in Tamil Nadu.



b. for estimating the contribution of the Manufacturing Sector to the
State Income and

c. for formulations by the State Planning Commission.

It is of at most importance to the Government Policy for Planning
Purpose and also using extensively by various organisations including

Industrial Associations, Research Institutes and Academicians.

I11. Coverage and Methodology:

The Index of Industrial Production (IIP) compares the growth in the
general level of Industrial activity in the economy with reference to
comparable base year.

Current year production - Previous year production
Growth rate = X 100
Previous year production

Scope and Coverage

The Index of Industrial Production covers Mining, Manufacturing and
Electricity Sectors. Under Manufacturing Sector, the scope is restricted with
Industrial units registered under 2m(i) and 2m(ii) of the Factories Act 1948
employing 10 are more workers using power and 20 or more workers not
using power.

The 1P with base 1999-2000 covers 3 major industrial sector viz.
Mining , Manufacturing(Registered) and Electricity. The item basket covers
7 items under Mining sector, 351 items under Manufacturing sector and 1

item under Electricity sector.



Sources of Data

Monthly production data are being collected on a voluntary basis from
working factories engaged in the production of selected items through
monthly returns prescribed for this purpose. At present in the new series
1999-2000 production data for Mining sector are collected from the
controller of India Bureau of Mines, Nagpur. Data in respect of
Manufacturing sector are collected directly from 1475 factories in a
specified form on a voluntary basis every month. The data on Electricity

sector is collected from Central Electricity Authority, New Delhi.

Computation of I11P

Index of Industrial Production is generally computed as the weighted

average of production relatives of all the industrial activities.

The Index is a Weighted Arithmetic Mean calculated by using
"Laspeyres" Formula.

The Index thus calculated initially for the product (4 digit level
of NIC code), then Sub group (2 digit level ), next at Sectoral level and
finally for all sectors combined ( General Index ). At each higher stage
the index is the weighted average of indices calculated at the immediate

lower stage.

IV. ANALYSIS

Tamil Nadu is the one and only state compiling Index of Industrial
Production with Base year 1999-2000.The trend noticed in this State Index
of Industrial Production as well as in All India Index of Industrial
Production (Base year 1993-94) are positive during 2008-09 as compared to
2007-08.

i. Overall Analysis

During the 9 years period i.e from 2000-01 to 2008-09, the overall
Index of Industrial Production for Tamil Nadu with base year 1999-2000
increased steadily.

The Manufacturing sector showed an increasing trend for the past 9
years period from 2000-01 to 2008-09, while Mining and Electricity sectors
showed an increasing trend for the past 9 years period from 2000-01 to
2007-08 except 2008-09. The coefficient of variation of Mining,
Manufacturing and Electricity sectors registered 12.6%, 21.2% and 8.5%
respectively. The correlation between Mining and Manufacturing was 1.0,
between Manufacturing and Electricity was 1.0 and Mining and Electricity

was 0.9.
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The General Index of Industrial Production during 2008-09
increased to 165.2 from 162.5 during 2007-08 there by registering a
positive growth of 1.7% (Appendix 2).

For All India the cumulative growth during the period 2008-
09(Apr-Mar) recorded 2.4% as compared to the same period of the

previous year.

ii. SECTORWISE ANALYSIS

Mining Sector

When compared with the Index of Mining Sector for the year
2008-09 with previous year it has decreased to 146.9 from 148.7 their by
registering a negative growth of 1.2% (Appendix 2).

For All India the index of Mining sector recorded a negative
growth of 1.3% during the year 2008-09 as compared to the same period

of previous year.

Manufacturing Sector

In the case of Index of Manufacturing Sector the index stood at
172.2 during 2008-09 as against 168.1 in 2007-08 registering a positive
growth of 2.4% over the previous year (Appendix 2).

For All India the index of Manufacturing sector exhibited a
positive growth of 2.4% during the year 2008-09 as compared to the same

period of previous year.
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Electricity Sector

The Index of Electricity Sector has decline to 133.3 during 2008-09
from 136.4 in 2007-08 exhibiting a negative growth of 2.3%
(Appendix 2).

So also in All India Index of Industrial Production Electricity
sector recorded a negative growth of 2.3% during the year 2008-09 as
compared to 2007-08.

MINING SECTOR

Comparison over the previous vear

As far as Mining sector is concerned the index stood at 146.9
during 2008-09 as against 148.7 in 2007-08 as such the growth in Mining
sector slipped down to 1.2%.

Month wise Comparison during 2008-09

The month wise Index of Mining sector has shown a mixed trend
during the year 2008-09. The highest Index registered was 188.3 during
July’08 and the lowest was 113.8 during November’08 (Appendix 5).

Comparison during the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09
In the past span of nine years period from 2000-01 to 2008-09 the

index of Mining sector kept on an increasing trend except during 2008-
09. The index of this group was at its highest with 148.7 during 2007-08
and lowest with 106.9 during 2000-01. The index of this sector which
stood at 106.9 in 2000-01 rose to 146.9 in 2008-09 there by registering a
positive growth of 37.4% over the time span of 9 years. (Appendix 2)



MANUFACTURING SECTOR

Comparison over the previous vear

The Manufacturing Sector has got the major weight of
811.37 for computing the General index. The index of Manufacturing
sector increased to 172.2 in 2008-09 from 168.1 during 2007-08 thereby
registering a positive growth of 2.4% over the year. Out of 22 subgroups
under Manufacturing sector 7 subgroup have contributed positively to the
advancement of industrial production in which Electrical Machinery and
Apparatus N.E.C. accounted to 51.2% followed by Machinery and
Equipment N.E.C with 21.8%, Fabricated Metal Products except
Machinery and Equipments with 17.0% etc. during 2008-09 and the
remaining 15 subgroups have registered a negative growth varying from
55.6% to 1.4% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Month wise Comparison during 2008-09

The month wise Index of Manufacturing sector showed a mixed
trend during the year 2008-09. The Index of this sector reached the
maximum level of 178.5 points during March’09 and the lowest at 163.0

points during October’08 (Appendix 5).

Comparison during the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09

The index of Manufacturing sector showed an increasing trend in

all the 9 years period ending with 2008-09. Thus the Index of this Sector
which stood at 100.1 during 2000-01 rose to 172.2 during 2008-009,
registering a positive growth of 72.0% (Appendix 3 & 4).

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Group wise Analysis

Code 15. Manufacture of Food Products and Beverages:

The weight assigned to this essential Industry group is 75.97 and it is
the fourth largest sub group in the Manufacturing Sector. The Index of this
group stood at 132.0 during 2008-09 as against 127.3 in 2007-08 thereby
registering a positive growth of 3.7%. This was mainly due to the increase in
the production of Oil, Copra, Oil, Palm, Rice Par-Boiled, Sago, Sugar
Confectionary, Malted Food/Mill Food etc..

During the period between 2000-01 and 2008-09, the index of this
group showed an increasing trend except during the years 2000-01, 2003-04
to 2005-06. The group index stood highest at 132.0 during 2008-09 and the
lowest at 75.6 in 2005-06. The index of this group which was 84.2 in 2000-
01 rose to 132.0 in 2008-09 registering a positive growth of 56.8%
(Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 16. Manufacture of Tobacco Products:

The Index of this group stood at 54.8 during the year 2008-09 as
against 123.5 during 2007-08. The fall in the output of Bidi / Biri and
Tobacco, Chewing (Scented or Not) pulled down the group index by 55.6%
as compared to the index of the previous year. However the production of
Snuff increased during 2008-09.

During the 9 years period from 2000-01 to 2008-09, the group index
showed an increasing trend in 2003-04, 2004-05 and 2006-07 and a
decreasing trend in 2000-01 to 2002-03, 2005-06, 2007-08 and 2008-09. The
group index was at its highest 126.3 during 2006-07 and lowest at 54.8
during 2008-09. The Index of this group which was 90.7 during 2000-01

declined to 54.8 in 2008-09, registering a negative growth of 39.6%
(Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 17. Manufacture of Textiles:

This group ranks second in the Manufacturing Sector as per the
weighting diagram with a weight of 138.01. During the year 2008-09, the
Index of this group decreased to 122.6 from 127.9 during 2007-08, thereby
registering a negative growth of 4.1%. It is due to the decrease in the
production of Cotton, Waste, Yarn Bleached, Cotton, Yarn Unbleached,
Cotton, Yarn, Polyester Blended, Fabrics, Cotton, Grey Cloth (Bleached /
Unbleached) and Yarn, Viscose. The reason for the fall in the production is
due to power shortage, raw material and labor shortage and market
fluctuation.

During the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09, the index of this group
showed an increasing trend in all years except during 2003-04, 2005-06 and
2008-09. The highest Index in this group was 127.9 in 2007-08 and the
lowest was 103.6 in 2000-01. The Index of this group which was 103.6 in
2000-01 rose to 122.6 during 2008-09, registering a positive growth of
18.3% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 18. Manufacture of Wearing Apparel, Dressing and Dyeing of

Fur:

The Index of this group stood at 96.0 during 2008-09 as against 102.2
in 2007-08. The fall in the output of Gloves Leather, Shirts / Bush Shirts,
Cotton and Trousers / Pants, Cotton pulled down the group index to 6.1%.

However the production of Garments, Leather increased by 8.7%. The

reason for the fall in the production is due to raw material shortage and less
order.

During the 9 years period 2000-01 to 2008-09, the Index of this group
showed an increasing trend during the years 2001-02 to 2004-05and 2007-08
and a declining trend during 2000-01, 2005-06, 2006-07 and 2008-09. The
index of this group was at its highest (119.4) during 2004-05 and the lowest
at 91.4 during 2000-01. The Index of this group which stood at 91.4 during
2000-01 rose to 96.0 during 2008-09 thus registering a positive growth of
5.0% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 19. Tanning and Dressing of Leather, Manufacture of Luggage,

Handbags Saddlery, Harness and Footwear:

The Index relates to this group declined to 80.8 during 2008-09 from
97.0 in 2007-08. The fall in the production of Leather Tanned, Leather,
Chrome Tanned, Bag, Leather, Wallets, Leather, Shoe upper, Leather, Foot
wear, Boot, Foot wear, Others, Leather and Foot wear, Rubber (Excl. Boot),
pulled down the group index by 16.7%. The reason for the fall in the

production is due to market fluctuation.

The Index of this group showed a negative trend in 5 years i.e. from
2000-01 to 2002-03, 2007-08 and 2008-09 and registered a positive trend in
4 years i.e. 2003-04 to 2006-07. The index of this group was at its highest
with 105.4 during 2006-07 and the lowest with 72.7 during 2002-03. The
Index of this group which was 79.7 during 2000-01 rose to 80.8 during
2008-09 thus registering a positive growth of 1.4%. (Appendix 3 & 4)
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Code 20. Manufacture of Wood and Product of Wood and Cork, Except

Furniture, Manufacture of Articles of Straw and Plating Materials:

The index persisting of this group decreased to 62.8 during 2008-09
from 75.2 in the previous year, thereby recorded a negative growth of
16.5%. This was mainly due to the decrease in the production of Wood
Sawn, Plywood, Wood, Soft, Timber / Wooden Planks, Sawn / Resawn,
Wooden Doors / Windows and Wooden Splints. However there was an
increase in the production of Wood, Veneer and Wood Waste. The reason

for the fall in the production is due to market demand and power shortage.

During the period 2000-01 to 2008-09 the group index showed an
upward trend except in the years 2002-03, 2004-05, 2007-08 and 2008-09.
This group recorded the highest index of 110.2 during 2001-02 and the
lowest index of 62.8 during 2008-09. The Index of this group which stood at
106.0 during 2000-01 declined to 62.8 during 2008-09 thus registering a
negative growth of 40.8% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 21. Manufacture of Paper and Paper products:

During the year 2008-09, the index of this group stood at 121.9 as
against 121.8 during 2007-08. Though there was a fall in the out put of
Paper Printing and Writing, News Print Bleach, Kraft Paper, Paper Board
Bristle and Boxes and Corrugated Sheet, the increase in the out put of

Cartons/Boxes, Paper raised the group index by 0.1%.

During the period 2000-01 to 2007-08 the index of this group showed
a mixed trend. The Index of this group was at its highest (121.9) during
2008-09 and lowest 82.8 during 2002-03. The index of this group which as

84.0 during 2000-01 rose to 121.9 during 2007-08 registering a positive
growth of 45.1% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 22. Publishing, Printing and Reproduction of Recorded Media:

Under this group in spite of the increase in the production of Leaflets,
Paper, Newspaper, Wall Posters, Diaries and Account Books, the fall in the
output Journals / Periodicals, Exercise Book, Books, Bill Books, Calendars,
Printed Labels and Register pulled down the group Index by 17.6% during
2008-09 as compared to 2007-08.

During the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09 the Index of this group
showed an increasing trend except during the years 2000-01, 2003-04, 2006-
07 and 2008-09. This group index recorded the highest at 109.6 during
2005-06 and the lowest at 80.1 during 2006-07. The Index of this group
which was 85.0 during 2000-01 increased to 85.2 during 2008-09, thus
registering a positive growth of 0.2%. (Appendix 3 & 4)

Code 23. Manufacture of Coke, Refined Petroleum Products and

Nuclear Fuel:

The index pertaining to this group declined from 144.4 during 2007-
08 to 142.4 during 2008-09, thereby registering a negative growth of 1.4%.
This was mainly due to decrease in the output of Fuel, Aviation Turbine,
Kerosene, Naphthol, Oil, Lubricating (Used in Spindle/Spinning & The Li),
Oil, Used in Transformer and Furnace Oil. The reason for the fall in

production is due to market fluctuation.

During the 9 years period from 2000-01 to 2008-09, the index of this
group showed an increasing trend during the years 2001-02, 2003-04 to
2006-07 and a decreasing trend during 2000-01,2002-03, 2007-08 and
2008-09.The highest index of this group was 144.7 during 2006-07 and the

lowest index was 92.9 during 2002-03.The Index of this group which stood
at 95.3 during 2000-01 rose to 142.4 during 2008-09, thus registering a
positive growth of 49.4% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 24. Manufacture of Chemicals and Chemical Products:

This industry group carries the highest weight of 168.02 among the
other industry groups in the Manufacturing sector. During the year 2008-09
the Index relates to this group stood at 118.3 with a decrease of 11.9% over
the previous year index of 134.3. Though there was an increase in the output
of Carbon/Carbon Black, Blue Pigment Dye, Multi-Vitamin, Matches,
Safety(Match Box), Caustic Soda (Sodium Hydroxide), Gelatin and
Fireworks, the fall in the production of Soda Ash/Washing Soda, Pesticides,
Others, Polyol, Paint, Resin, Synthetic, Senna Leaves, Processed, Urea,
Parchloro Benzene Sulphonyl Urea, Di Ammonium Phosphate, Aromatic
Chemicals etc. pulled down the group index. The reason for the fall in the
production is due to power shortage , raw material shortage and market

condition.

During the 9 years period between 2000-01 and 2008-09, the Index of
this group showed an increasing trend except during the years 2001-02,
2006-07 to 2008-09. The highest index of this group was 137.0 during 2005-
06 and the lowest was 100.8 during 2001-02. The index of this group which
stood at 103.7 during 2000-01 rose to 118.3 in 2008-09 registering a positive
growth of 14.1% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 25. Manufacture of Rubber and Plastic Products:

The index pertaining to this group stood at 244.2 during 2008-09 as
against 227.3 during 2007-08. The raise in the output of Tyre, Scooter /
Motor Cycle, Tube, Scooter, Rubber, Container, HDPE and Bag, Polythene

pushed up the group index by 7.4% as compared to the index of the previous
year. The production of Tyre, Tractor, V Belt, Seals, Rubber, Condoms,
Gaskets, Cooker, Plastic Granules, Bag, Polyethylene, Bag, HDPE, Moulded
Goods, Rubber, Sanitary Fitting of Plastic / PVC —others however decreased
during 2008-09.

During the 9 years period ending with 2008-09 the index of this group
showed a positive trend in all the years except during 2004-05. The group
Index was at the highest (244.2) during 2008-09 and the lowest (101.9)
during 2000-01. The index of this group which was 101.9 during 2000-01
rose to 244.2 during 2008-09 thus registering a positive growth of 139.6 %
(Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 26. Manufacture Other Non-Metallic Mineral products:

The fall in the production of Bricks, Others, Bricks, Chemically
Bonded, Clinker, Cement, Portland and Lime Powder (Hydrated or Not),
and counteracted the raise in the production of Bricks and Tiles (Non-
Ceramic), Cement, Pozzolana, Pipe, Pressure, Asbestos, Grinding Wheels,
Granite, Polished and Stone, Crushed, decreased the group Index to 173.9
during 2008-09 from 187.1 during 2007-08 thus registering a negative
growth of 7.1%. The reason for the fall in the production is due to market

demand.

During the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09 the index of this group
showed a positive trend in all the years except during the years 2005-06 and
2008-09. The Index of this group was at its highest (187.1) during 2007-08
and the lowest (109.4) during 2000-01. The Index of this group which was
109.4 during 2000-01 rose to 173.9 during 2008-09, thus registering a
positive growth of 59.0%. (Appendix 3 & 4)
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Code 27. Manufacture of Basic Metals:

In spite of the increase in the output of Ingot, Iron / Steel, M.S Bars
and Rods Angles / Plates / Square, Angle, Channel, Sections, Steel(Coated /
Not) and Acid, Sulphuric (Incl oleum), the fall in the output of Bar, Rods
and Rounds, Iron / Steel, Rods, Bars, Bright Steel, Cold Rolled Sheets, Flat
Rolled Products of Iron / Steel, Scrap, Iron / Steel, Anodes, Copper, Wire,
Iron / M.S, Aluminium Alloy, Steel Casting and Castings & Forging, Iron /
Steel, decreased the group index to 146.4 during 2008-09 from 166.2 in
2007-08 thus registering a negative growth of 11.9%. The reason for the fall
in the production is due to power shortage and market condition.

During the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09 the index of this group
showed an increasing trend except during the years 2001-02, 2006-07 and
2008-09. This group index recorded the highest at 228.7 during 2005-06 and
the lowest at 93.0 during 2001-02. The index of this group which was 112.8
during 2000-01 increased to 146.4 during 2008-09 thus registering a positive
growth of 29.8%. (Appendix 3 & 4)

Code 28. Manufacture of Fabricated Metal Products except Machinery

and Equipments:

During the year 2008-09, the Index pertaining to this group increased
to 258.6 from 221.1 during 2007-08 thereby registering a positive growth of
17.0%. It is due to the increase in the production of Drums & Barrels, Iron &
Steel, Boiler Accessories, Kitchen ware and Pressure Cooker. The reason for

the fall in the production is due to less order.
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During the 9 years period ending with 2008-09, the index of this
group showed an upward trend except during the years 2000-01, 2006-07
and 2007-08. The highest Index of this group was 258.6 during 2008-09 and
the lowest Index was 95.7 during 2000-01. The group index which stood at
95.7 during 2000-01 rose to 258.6 during 2008-09 registering a positive
growth of 170.2% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 29. Manufacture of Machinery and Equipment N.E.C:

The Index of this group rose from 273.7 during 2007-08 to 333.5 at
2008-09 thereby registering a positive growth of 21.8%. The increase in the
output of items under this group viz., Mono Blocks Pump, Electric, Pump,
Hydraulic, Fabricated Products, Others, Tractors, Loader, Machinery,
Others, Cement Machinery, Rubber Mixing Machines, Machine Tools &
Accessories-Others and Grinder raised the group index during 2008-09 over

the previous year.

During the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09, the index of this group
showed a decreasing trend during the first two years i.e. 2000-01 and 2001-
02 and an increasing trend during 2002-03 to 2008-09. This group index
recorded the highest at 333.5 during 2008-09 and the lowest at 90.8 during
2001-02. The index of this group which was 99.2 during 2000-01 rose to
333.5 during 2008-09, thus registering a positive growth of 236.2%
(Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 30. Manufacture of Office Accounting and Computing

Machinery:
Computer is the only item selected in this industry group with a

weight of 0.92 in the Manufacturing sector. During the year 2008-09 the

Index of this group stood at 19.2 with a decrease of 36.2% over the previous
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year index 30.1. The decrease in the index was mainly due to decrease in the
production of Computer.

During the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09, the index of this group
showed a mixed trend. The Index of this group was at its highest 137.5
during 2001-02 and lowest at 19.2 during 2008-09. The Index of this group
which was 120.0 during 2000-01 decreased to 19.2 during 2008-09
registering a negative growth of 84.0% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 31. Manufacture of Electrical Machinery and Apparatus N.E.C:

The Index pertaining to this group raised from 376.5 during 2007-08
to 569.1 during 2008-09 thereby registering a positive growth 51.2%. This
increase was mainly due to increase in the output of items viz., Transformer,
Conductor Copper, Conductor Aluminium, Batteries, Control Panel Bus
Ducts, Relay / Contactor and Switch Gears & Control Gears.

During the 9 years period ending with 2008-09 the index of this group
showed an increasing trend in all the years except during 2001-02. The
highest Index of this group was 569.1 during 2008-09 and the lowest index
was 100.7 during 2001-02. The Index of this group which stood at 100.9
during 2000-01 rose to 569.1 during 2008-09, registering a positive growth
of 464.0% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 32. Manufacture of Radio, Television and Communication

Equipments and Apparatus:

The fall in the production of Deflection Yoke, Printed Circuit
Plate/Board(PCB) and Hearing Aids counteracted the raise in the production
of Parts and Switch Gears & Control Gear and decreased the group Index to
195.0 during 2008-09 from 216.7 during 2007-08. This group registered a
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negative growth of 10.0% during 2008-09 as compared to 2007-08. The
reason for the fall in the production is due to power shortage.

During the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09, the index of this group
showed an increasing trend except during the years 2001-02, 2002-03, 2003-
04 and 2008-09. This group Index recorded highest with 216.7 during 2007-
08 and the lowest with 68.3 during 2003-04. The Index of this group which
was 135.0 during 2000-01 rose to 195.0 during 2008-09, registering a
positive growth of 44.4% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 33: Manufacture of Medical, Precision and Optical Instruments,
Watches & Clocks :
In spite of the increase in the output of Valves, Industrial, Process

Combat Instruments and Drilling Machines, the fall in the output of Valve,
Electric, Massagers, Meters(Non-Electrical), Meters, Electric Others and
Watch, Quartz pulled down the group index to 130.3 during 2008-09 from
138.2 during 2007-08, thus registering a negative growth of 5.7%. The
reason for the fall in the production is due to power shortage and market
condition.

During the period from 2000-01to 2008-09, the group index showed a
positive trend in all the years except during 2000-01, 2004-05, 2006-07 and
2008-09. The highest Index of this group was 140.1 during 2005-06 and the
lowest Index of this group was 72.7 during 2000-01. The Index of this group
which stood at 72.7 during 2000-01 rose to 130.3 during 2008-09 registering
a positive growth of 79.2% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 34. Manufacture of Motor Vehicles, Trailers and Semi-trailers:

This group consists of as many as 22 products. In spite of the fall in
the output of Gear, Piston Rings, Diesel Engines, Motor Starters and Rear

Axle, the raise in the output of Chassis Assembled with Engine for Motor
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Vehicle, Motor Car, Petrol Driven. Complete, Wheel Parts, Trucks / Lorries
and Clutch Shoe Lining pushed up the group index to 296.6 during 2008-09
from 278.1 during 2007-08 thus registering a positive growth of 6.7%. The
reason for the fall in the production is due to less demand.

During the 9 years period ending with 2008-09 the group index
showed an increasing trend in all the 8 years except during 2007-08. The
highest Index of this group was 297.3 during 2006-07 and the lowest was
111.1 during 2000-01. The group index which stood at 111.1 during 2000-01
rose to 296.6 during 2008-09 and thus registering a positive growth of
167.0% (Appendix 3 & 4).

Code 35. Manufacture of Other Transport Equipment:
During the year 2008-09 the index of this group stood at 122.0

as against 136.8 during 2007-08 registering a negative growth of 10.8%.
This was mainly due to decrease in the production of Motor cycle, Chain
Industrial and Fuel Filters. However the output of Wagons Covered, Broad
Gauge, Mopeds, Bi-cycles Complete for Men and Thermostat increased
during 2008-09 as compared to 2007-08. The reason for the fall in the

production is due to raw material shortage, less order and power shortage.

During the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09, the group index showed a
mixed trend. An increasing trend was noticed during 2002-03, 2005-06 and
2006-07 and a decreasing trend was noticed during 2000-01, 2001-02, 2003-
04, 2004-05, 2007-08 and 2008-09. The group Index was at its highest 162.6
during 2006-07 and lowest at 99.1 during 2001-02. The group Index which
stood at 99.9 during 2000-01 rose to 122.0 during 2008-09 and registered a
positive growth of 22.1% (Appendix 3 & 4).
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Code 36. Manufacture of Furniture N.E.C:

In spite of the raise in the output of Pencil and Guitar, the fall in the
output of Almirah, Steel, Complete Bedsteads, Iron / Steel, Mattresses, Form
and Rubber, Zip Fastener (Zipper) , Flowers, Artificial — Decorative pulled
down the group index to 84.5 during 2008-09 from 112.4 during 2007-08
registering a negative growth of 24.8%.

During the 9 years period from 2000-01 to 2008-09, this group Index
steadily increased over the years except during the years 2001-02, 2005-06,
2006-07 and 2008-09. The highest Index of this group was 129.4 during
2004-05 and the lowest was 84.5 during 2008-09. Thus the Index of this
group which was 105.9 during 2000-01 increased to 112.4 during 2007-08,
registering a positive growth of 6.1% (Appendix 3 & 4).

ELECTRICITY SECTOR

Comparison over the previous vear

The weight assigned to Electricity sector is 159.9. Electricity
generation a key resource for economy plunged to 2.3% during 2008-09 as
compared to 2007-08. The Index of this sector stood at 133.3 during
2008-09 as against 136.4 in 2007-08 (Appendix 3 & 4).

Month-wise Comparison during 2008-09

The month wise Index of Electricity sector had fluctuated
widely during the year 2008-09. The highest Index of this sector was 153.8
during March 2009 and the lowest Index was 114.1 during December 2008
(Appendix 5).
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Comparison during the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09

During the 9 years period ending with 2008-09, the Index of
Electricity sector showed an upward trend in all the years except during
2008-09. When compared the current year index of 133.3 with 2000-01
index of 107.7 it showed a positive growth of 23.8% (Appendix 3 & 4).

iii - ANALYSIS ON USE BASED CLASSIFICATION

The Use - Based Classification represents the classification of the
industrial products according to the product applications. Each Industry
group reflects the variations in the production of a particular class of
industries based on products usage. The industries are classified into four
groups viz., Basic Goods, Capital Goods, Intermediate Goods and consumer
Goods with sub-groups such as Consumer Durable and Consumer Non-
Durable Goods.

Concepts and definitions, presently being used for Use-Based

Classification are as per Central Statistical Organisation, New Delhi.

Basic Goods

Any Bulk raw material products used for further production of new
items in Manufacturing and Agriculture. e.g. High Speed Diesel, Cement all
kinds, Ethylene etc.

Capital Goods

Plants, Machinery and Goods used for further investments. e.g.

Electric generators(including alternators), Textile Machinery etc.
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Intermediate Goods

Any Goods Products produced as incomplete products or which goes
as input in production for further finishing. e.g. Blended yarn, T.V. Picture

tubes, Yarn etc.

Consumer Goods

(a) Consumer Durable Goods

Products directly used by consumers and having a larger
durability (say more than 2-3 years).e.g. Wrist watches, Scooter and

Mopeds, Refrigerators etc.

(b) Consumer Non-Durable Goods

Products that are directly used by consumers and that cannot be

preserved for long periods. e.g. Pencils, Tea, Sugar, Toothpaste etc.

The Index of Industrial Production, when computed over broad
industrial groupings such as Basic goods, Capital Goods, Intermediate goods
etc., throws light on the structure, composition and performance of the
sectors of the economy.

The selected 359 items on industry group have been assigned Use-
Based codes. Out of 359 items selected for compilation of IIP Basic Goods
represent 68 items, Capital Goods represent 61 items, Intermediate Goods
represent 81 items, Consumer Durable Goods represent 32 items and

Consumer Non-Durable Goods represent 117 items.

Comparison over the previous vear

During the year 2008-09, the index of this group decreased to 140.9
from 146.7 in 2007-08 thereby registering a negative growth of 4.0%.
(Appendix 7)

This was mainly due to the increase in the production of Zinc Alloy,
Naphthol, Aluminium Alloy, Scrap, Iron / Steel, Bar, Rods & Rounds, Iron /
Steel, Cement, Portland, Cold Rolled Sheets and Casting & Forging,
Iron/Steel. (Appendix 7)

Comparison during the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09

During the 9 years period ending with 2008-09 the group index
steadily increased in all the years except during 2006-07 and 2008-09. The
highest index was 146.7 during 2007-08 and the lowest was 108.2 during
2000-01. The index which was 108.2 during 2000-01 rose to 140.9 during
2008-09 registering a positive growth of 30.2%. (Appendix 7)

(ii) Capital Goods (weight-142.65):

Capital goods are mainly Machinery and Equipments that are
installed by manufacturing units for exposion of production capacities.

Capital goods is largely seen as a lead indicator of investment activity.

Comparison over the previous vear

During the year 2008-09, the index of this group increased to 362.4
from 289.9 in 2007-08. Capital goods, the key sector that catalysis industrial
products grew at a whopping of 25.0% during 2008-09 as compared to
2007-08. The increase in the production of Capital goods leads to a rise in

investment. (Appendix 7)
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It is due to the increase in the production of Mono Blocks Pump,
Electric, Switch Gears & Control Gears, Transformer, Tractors, Chassis
Assembled with Engine for Motor Vehicles, Wagon Covered, Broad Gauge,
Machinery, Others, Motor Car, Petrol, Driven, Complete, Conductor,
Aluminium and Conductor, Copper. However there was a decrease in the
Production of Gear Wheels, Rubber Mixing Machines, Agriculture

Implements, Air Compressor and Textile / Leather Machinery.

Comparison during the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09

During the period between 2000-01 and 2008-09 the group index
showed a positive trend in all the years except during 2001-02. The highest
index was 362.4 during 2008-09 and the lowest index was 102.6 during
2001-02. The group index which stood at 103.9 during 2000-01 rose to
362.4 during 2008-09 registered a positive growth of 248.8%. (Appendix 7)

(iii) Intermediate Goods (weight-182.63)

Comparison over the previous vear

During the year 2008-09, the index of this group decreased to 138.8
from 165.3 during 2007-08. The poor out put in the Intermediate goods such
as Auto Ancillaries and Chemicals fell by 16.0%. (Appendix 7)

It is due to fall in the production of Chain Industrial, Senna Leaves,
Processed, Deflection Yoke, Pipe, Plastic / PVC (Non-conduit), Aromatic
Chemicals, Casting & Forging, Non-Ferrous and Rear Axle. At the same
time, there was a increase in the production of Moulds and Dies, Metal,
Clutch Shoe Lining, Granite, Polished, Steering Gear Control System,
Gelatin and Blue Pigment Dye.
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Comparison during the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09

The index of this group showed a negative trend during 2001-02 and
2008-09 and a positive trend in all the 7 years i.e. 2000-01, 2002-03 to 2007-
08. The index of this group was at its highest with 165.3 during 2007-08 and
lowest with 106.5 during 2001-02. The index which was 106.7 during
2000-01 rose to 138.8 during 2008-09 registering a positive growth of
30.1%. (Appendix 7)

(iv) Consumer_Goods (weight-328.72)

Comparison over the previous vear

During the year 2008-09, the index of this group decreased to 119.9
from 122.3 during 2007-08 thereby registering a negative growth of 2.0%.
(Appendix 7)
Comparison during the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09

During the period between 2000-01 and 2008-09 the group index
showed an upward trend in all the years except during 2000-01, 2007-08 and
2008-09. This group recorded the highest index of 122.8 during 2006-07 and
the lowest index of 90.5 during 2000-01. The group index which stood at
90.5 during 2000-01 rose to 119.9 during 2008-09 registered a positive
growth of 32.5%. (Appendix 7)

(a) Consumer Durable Goods( weight-53.03)

Comparison over the previous vear

During the year 2008-09, the index of this group has shown a
negative growth of 7.3% as compared to the previous year 2007-08. This
group index decreased to 131.7 in 2008-09 from 142.1 in the year 2007-08.
(Appendix 7)
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It is due to the decrease in the production of Stabilizer/Constant
Voltage Regulators, Utensils, Stainless Steel, Tyre, Tractor, Tyre / Tube,
Others, Motor Cycle, Fan, Others, Flowers, Artificial- Decorative and
Control Panel. However there was increase in the Production of Bi-Cycles
Complete for Men, Pressure Cooker, Kitchen ware, Guitar, Tyre,

Scooter/Motor Cycle and Mopeds.

Comparison during the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09

The index of this group showed a negative trend during 2000-01,
2007-08 and 2008-09 and a positive trend in all the 6 years i.e. 2001-02 to
2006-07. The index of this group was at its highest with 180.0 during 2006-
07 and lowest with 96.7 during 2000-01. The index which was 96.7 during
2000-01 rose to 131.7 during 2008-09 registering a positive growth of
36.2%. (Appendix 7)

(b)Consumer Non-Durable Goods (weight - 275.69)

Comparison over the previous vear

During the year 2008-09 the index of this group has shown a slight
negative growth of 0.6% as compared to the previous year 2007-08, since
this group index decreased to 117.5 points from 118.2 points (Appendix 7).

It is due to the decrease in production of Fish (All Types) Canned,
Vanaspati, Tea (Black) Leaf (Unblended), Tea (Black) Dust Blended, Tea
(Black) Dust Unblended, Sugar Refined (Incl. Sugar Cubes), Exercise
Books, Books, Printed Labels, Bag, Leather, Wallets, Leather, Leather,
Tanned, Zip Fastener ,Timber/Wooden Planks, Sawn/ Resawn, Wood, Soft
and Moulded Goods, Rubber. However, there was a raise in the production
of Rice, Par-Boiled, Cartons/ Boxes, Paper, Hosiery Goods, Others-Cotton,

Matches, Safety, Fireworks, Wood Veneer and Newspaper.

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Comparison during the period from 2000-01 to 2008-09

The index of this group showed a negative trend during 2000-01,
2005-06 and 2008-09 and a positive trend during 2001-02 to 2004-05, 2006-
07 and 2007-08. The index of this group was at its highest with 118.2 during
2007-08 and lowest with 89.2 during 2000-01. The index which was 89.2
during 2000-01 rose to 117.5 during 2008-09 registering a positive growth
of 31.7%. (Appendix 7)

V. CONCLUSION

Tamil Nadu is one of the major industrialised states in the country.
The industrial growth in Tamil Nadu during the period from 2000-01 to
2008-09 is high when compared with the earlier period. The growth of
automobile sector has marked a mile stone in the history of industrial growth
of the state in the recent year.

Multinational companies like Motorola, Dell, Samsung, Nokia etc.
have set up their high technology projects in this State.

Rich industrial infrastructure, adequate supply of electricity, better
transport and communication facilities, road facilities, availability of two
airports for cargo movement are the major factors for making Tamil Nadu as
the most preferred destination for setting up of industries.

The General Index which stood at 101.5 during the year 2000-01 rose
to 165.2 during 2008-09 there by registering a positive growth of 62.8%.

Even though a slow down in the economy is discernible, the
Improvement in the industrial growth rate provides some assurance that the

down turn may not be as severe as anticipated earlier.
